Where a paragraph follows directly from a quotation, it should continue at the left margin; where a new paragraph is introduced, standard indentation should be applied.
Spelling and acronyms
Both US and UK spelling conventions are acceptable, provided that consistency is maintained throughout the manuscript.
Acronyms should be defined in full at first use, followed by the abbreviation in parentheses; thereafter, the acronym alone may be used.
Acknowledgements
Include this only if relevant. Otherwise, please remove it.
